Complaint of/suspicion of sexual assault 

Treat any life threatening injury as needed 
Refer to Paediatric Team 

 

 
Contact the Police 

 Medical Professional to report via 101. Use 999 if imminent danger 

 Ensure duty social worker at MASH contacted and MARF completed 

 Identify who has parental responsibility for child and share this information 
with relevant agencies 

 

 

 

Police will co-ordinate with SARC and Children’s Social Care 

Medical assessment and treatment may be needed prior to discharge (eg  X-rays, plaster casts etc) 
If this is required, limit the number of staff who has direct contact with the patient 

Ensure all care given is clearly and accurately documented. Include body mapping if appropriate and record all staff who have had any contact with the 
patient during attendance 

 

 

 

Ensure Children’s Social Care is aware of planned discharge and patient/family have SARC contact details given to patient before discharge
